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Anna Tozzi Di Marco is a social and cultural anthropologist and she has been living in Cairo’s City of the Dead since 1998. After her field research she settled a work of socio-anthropological visits in the necropolis in order to preserve and valorise its cultural heritage. At the present she is involved in two fieldworks: about the comparison between the death rituals in the Mediterranean Muslim countries, and about syncretic aspects between paganism, Christianism and Islam, particularly regarding the rituals of pilgrimage to Marian sanctuaries and the cult of Seven Sleepers in the Middle East. At the same time she participates to the international conferences and carries on seminaries at Italian universities.
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
